RULES AND REGULATIONS 
1. Tournament is open to the Greater Lansing USBC Youth members bowling in the Current Winter Season. 
2. Youth USBC rules and regulations will govern this tournament. 
3. Average: Current highest 21 games average as of December 31 st; If no December 31st average, then : 

A. an average verification sheet must be submitted as soon as 21 games have been completed, but pnoi 
to tournament participation. 

B. All other bowlers wil l bowl using an average of 200. Any falsification of averages will result in disqualification 
of the bowler. ; , 

4. League average sheets (for evey league your bowler bowls in) as of December 31st MUST accompany the entry, in 
order to assist the tournament office, the names of those bowl ing in this tournament should be underlined m reo oi 
highl ighted on the December 31st average sheet(s). (The average sheets submitted will be the final December 31 st 
average sheet.) Please indicate the league sanction number on the average sheet. 

5. Handicap will be 9 0 % from 200. 
6. Bowlers will compete in divisions in every event. A bowler may bowl only once in the Doubles & Singles Events ana 

twice in Team Event (One team must be a Mixed Team and the other team must be an A L L M A L E T E A M OR A L L F E M A L 
Team may comprise of all males, all females, of a mix of males & females. 

7. Bowlers will bowl in the order listed on the entry form. Substitutes wil l be permitted in the same lineup position as 
the bowler replaced. One a substitute has been entered into play and the first ball has been delivered, the replaced 
bowler cannot re-enter the lineup, unless a emergency arises, at which t ime the tournament management wi:l rule. 
If the name of the sub is not a submitted average sheet, he/she must present proof of average. Whenever possioie 
each team should furnish their own substitutes. 

8. Teams having changes should report them to the tournarfient d i reaor any t ime up to, but not less than 1/2 hour prior 
to their scheduled squad t ime. 

9. Teams/Doubles Partners will check in w i th the tournament office when ALL/BOTH members of the team are in the 
bowl ing center. Bowlers should report not less than 1/2 hour prior to squad time. 

10. Tardy players: Bowling shall begin in accordance with a previously arranged schedule, unless a delay is authorized by 
the Tournament Manager. Any player arriving late shall begin play w i th the score count ing beginning in the current 
frame and game being bowled, (a Score of zero wil l be credited to the bowlers for each frame a bowler is tardy or aose 

11. No smoking, use of tobacco products, drinking of alcohol beverages or unsportsmanlike conduct by participants will 
be permitted. Bowlers will not be permitted the use of pinball machines, pool tables, or any other amusement games 
during his/her assigned squad times. 

12. Trophies will be awarded to the top individuals and teams in each divisions for each event. 100% of the award fees 
will be returned. 

13. Teams will consist of 4 bowlers. The fee wil l be $9.25 for each event. Team fee is $37.OQ,,Doubles $18.50, Singles $9 
An OPTIONAL $2.25 All Events. All fees must accompany the entry form. No refunds wil l be issued. 

14. Every effort will be made to accommodate entries as to t ime and date requested. However, scheduling will be oone o 
first-come first served basis. 

15. Errors in scoring must be reported to the tournament Director wi th 24 hours of complet ing the event 
16. Any disputes during this tournament or exceptions to the above rules and regulations wilt be resolved at the oiscreiio 

of the Tournament Manager and/or Tournament Committee. 
17. If requested, all events may be bowled on one day, providing times and lanes are available. Addit ional squad time ma 

be added by the Tournament Committee, if needed. 
18. Proper Bowling Attire should be warn - No Hats or Offensive Clothing. Jeans Must no.t be Ripped or ha ve hoies m 

them. 
Check with your coaches at your bowl ing center for your confirmed dates & Times 

BOWLERS WILL BE REQUIRED TO SHOW THEIR CURRENT YEAR SANCTION CARD WHEN CHECKING INllll THERE WILL 
BE A $1.00 FEE CHARGED IF YOU DO NOT HAVE YOUR SANCTION CARD. (A copy may be printed from BOWL.com
